It’s precisely the time of year for the Grinch to learn the 
perennial lesson – it’s not the trappings that matter, it’s what’s inside
that counts. Silly, joyful, tender; this one is a blast!

You might know the story. The grouchy, old
Grinch lives on top of Mount Crumpit far
away from the Whos down in Whoville.
That’s good, because who would want to
live near him?! He’s mean, and he’s grumpy,
he’s sneaky, he’s sour, and nothing annoys
him more than Christmas.

Check it Out!
The Bad Beginning, by Lemony Snicket. The three Baudelaire orphans
depend on each other when it turns out that their guardian is determined to use
any means necessary to get their fortune. (ages 8 to 12)

Ruby Lu, Brave and True, by Lenore Look. Almost-eight-year-old Ruby Lu
goes to Chinese school, performs magic tricks, and has adventures with both old
and new friends. (ages 6 to 10) 

The Truth Cookie, by Fiona Dunbar. Two friends find a strange recipe book
and try to outwit a wicked stepmother-to-be and her son with a special cookie
that makes them tell the truth. (ages 8 to 12)

Whales on Stilts, by M.T. Anderson. A shy middle-school student and her
friends must foil the plot of her father's conniving boss to conquer the world
using an army of whales. (ages 8 to 12)

• Dr. Seuss wrote the story of the Grinch at the dawn
of the advertising age. He was there when the corpo-
rate, consumer culture began to invade every nook
and cranny of  the winter holiday season, and he was
there to shout, “STOP!” So many of our expectations
of the season are determined by mass media – 
merchants competing for our attention, telling us we
NEED what they SELL. As you wander through the
malls or surf the channels this winter, see if you can
notice and talk about how cleverly marketers try to
crawl inside our hearts.

• This play reminds us that people are not always what they seem, and people can
change.  It reminds us that people, even very small people, can have great impact
on others.  The way we treat each other every day is more important than the
presents we give each other on special occasions. Some evening around the 
dinner table you can play the Invisible Presents game: Have one person begin by
saying something good that someone else at the table has done that helped the
speaker somehow. This was an Invisible Present. Go around the circle until 
everyone has had at least one turn. 

• At first glance, it may seem that the play is about the Christmas holiday alone,
but actually the story is a fable that applies to any holiday. It gets us thinking about
what holidays mean. What is your family’s favorite holiday ritual and the 
meaning behind it?
